Message:  Friends help us to understand- Hope –
Hope is seen in praying and working for something that we will not see complete. If we build homes we never live in or plant trees we will never enjoy or pray for peace that we will not see in our life time then we live our life out of hope.

Moses never went into the Promised Land yet it was hope that enabled him to lead the Israelites through the wilderness.  He was given a glimpse of the Promised Land just before he died but he never knew how the people would settle the land. He had hope that God would fulfill God’s promise knowing that he would not ever see or experience it. 

Saint Augustine’s’ mother, Monica, had great hopes for her son as a boy.  He was energetic and gifted in many ways and she hoped he would be a great leader.  Her hopes were dashed as he grew into his teens and began a life of wild living.  When he had fathered a child with a woman he had no intentions of marrying she had a terrible dream that he was falling down a deep hole laughing as if he enjoyed the fall.  

Monica had no one to tell her worst fears to except God.  She continued to pray for her son and when he finally came to his senses he began to use his skills and talents for God.  In Augustine’s book called Confession he writes about his mother and calls her “the voice of God”
In Dr. Martin Luther King’s speech at Washington D.C. he laid out a vision where the country would rise up and live out the true meaning of its creed- that all are created equal. He said in a later speech that he had been to the mountain and seen the Promised Land and we as a people will get there but he may not.

He like Moses did not go to the Promised Land because Dr. King was killed the next day.

All three believed there was a Promised Land and that we would get there some day.  They believed that God was present and would be so in the future. They lived, prayed and worked being drawn to the vision that there was a time and a place where “there is neither Jew nor Greek, male or female, slave nor free but we are all one in Christ”. 

They are our friends from history and they journey with us as we live in hope of Gods’ coming Kingdom.
