I think we often get sidetracked by the trappings of the Christmas story to the detriment of its deeper significance. The hymn "Let All Mortal Flesh Keep Silence" helps me get into that deeper level. The first verse speaks to the human attitude as we reflect on the awe of the incarnation. The second verse tells us what happened. The third verse describes the incarnation in glorious terms. The last verse reflects the theology of the fourth century, and doesn't really speak to me except the adulation of the last words: ALLELUIA, ALLELUIA, LORD MOST HIGH! May we experience the awe of the incarnation this Christmas!  Don Heeringa
