Scripture: Luke 2:41-52

41 Now every year his parents went to Jerusalem for the festival of the Passover. 42And when he was twelve years old, they went up as usual for the festival. 43When the festival was ended and they started to return, the boy Jesus stayed behind in Jerusalem, but his parents did not know it. 44Assuming that he was in the group of travelers, they went a day’s journey. Then they started to look for him among their relatives and friends. 45When they did not find him, they returned to Jerusalem to search for him. 46After three days they found him in the temple, sitting among the teachers, listening to them and asking them questions. 47And all who heard him were amazed at his understanding and his answers. 48When his parents saw him they were astonished; and his mother said to him, ‘Child, why have you treated us like this? Look, your father and I have been searching for you in great anxiety.’ 49He said to them, ‘Why were you searching for me? Did you not know that I must be in my Father’s house?’ 50But they did not understand what he said to them. 51Then he went down with them and came to Nazareth, and was obedient to them. His mother treasured all these things in her heart.
52 And Jesus increased in wisdom and in years, and in divine and human favor.

Message: The Boy Jesus in the Temple
This boyhood story anticipates the life and work of Jesus in a number of ways. 
1.The scene of Jesus listening and questioning the teachers of the law foreshadows future scenes of Jesus debating the scribes and lawyers.  
2. The amazement of all who heard Jesus, the crowd, that teachers and his family.
3. Lack of understanding of Jesus’s mission as illustrated by his parent’s irritation at his disappearance.
4. Jesus stating that he is in God’s service, which goes beyond normal family responsibilities.
5. His family not understanding Jesus’s response is like the Disciples not fully understanding that He had to go to the cross and rise again.
Jesus will spend much of His ministry reinterpreting the Jewish law and customs. Jesus sees the law and customs not as simply something to be obeyed but a description of how we are related to God and the rest of the world. Jesus reemphasizes that our relationship to God does not depend on what we do but on what God has done for us. 
In His preaching and teaching Jesus does not guarantee a life without hardships if we acknowledge Him as Lord.  God coming in Jesus lets us know that God’s love will never leave us.  God’s love is with us now and into eternity.


Response to the Word: Take Luke chapters 3-21 and read them before the New Year.  It would be about 4 and half chapters a day.
