Scripture: Acts 9.26-30, 15.36-41
Saul in Jerusalem
26 When he had come to Jerusalem, he attempted to join the disciples; and they were all afraid of him, for they did not believe that he was a disciple. 27But Barnabas took him, brought him to the apostles, and described for them how on the road he had seen the Lord, who had spoken to him, and how in Damascus he had spoken boldly in the name of Jesus. 28So he went in and out among them in Jerusalem, speaking boldly in the name of the Lord. 29He spoke and argued with the Hellenists; but they were attempting to kill him. 30When the believers learned of it, they brought him down to Caesarea and sent him off to Tarsus.

Paul and Barnabas Separate
36 After some days Paul said to Barnabas, ‘Come, let us return and visit the believers in every city where we proclaimed the word of the Lord and see how they are doing.’ 37Barnabas wanted to take with them John called Mark. 38But Paul decided not to take with them one who had deserted them in Pamphylia and had not accompanied them in the work. 39The disagreement became so sharp that they parted company; Barnabas took Mark with him and sailed away to Cyprus. 40But Paul chose Silas and set out, the believers commending him to the grace of the Lord. 41He went through Syria and Cilicia, strengthening the churches.
Message: Barnabas & John Mark
I believe that spiritual means life giving and spiritual gifts are ones that give life. What makes a talent or skill a spiritual gift is the attitude we assume as we use that talent or skill. When we use our talents and skills in Jesus name and in humility it becomes a spiritual gift. 
Two of Barnabas’ spiritual gifts were generosity and encouragement.  He gave the money he received from the sale of property in Cyprus to the early church in Jerusalem.  He encourages the Jerusalem church to accept that Saul had become a disciple of Jesus. He later encourages John Mark to take a second chance at being a missionary.

 In our baptism we are called to the general ministry of all believers. We are called to declare the wondrous works of God in deed and word.  God calls us into ministry and gives us the spiritual gifts we need to accomplish our ministry.  Each spiritual gift has its own value and one is not greater than the other. The gift of healing is not greater than the gift of administration.  The gift of speaking in tongues is no less than the gift of teaching. God gives these spiritual gifts in order that Christians can enable the world to experience new life in Christ.  These spiritual gifts are consistent with our personalities. One of the challenges of being a Christian is to discover what spiritual gifts God has given to us.  There are some folks that are very good at hospitality but not at leading meetings.  Some are very good speakers and teachers but feel uncomfortable with normal conversation.  

Barnabas had the ability to know if a person was being truthful in what they believed even if they could not always act on their beliefs. He knew Paul had really been changed by seeing the risen Lord.  Paul changed from a person willing to kill in the name of his religion to one who preached the faith he once tried to destroy.  Barnabas knew that John Mark still had the skill to be a missionary even though he grew afraid in Pamphylia deserting Paul and Barnabas during their missionary journey and returned to Jerusalem. When Paul wanted to go back to all the cities they visited, Barnabas wanted to take John Mark along.  However Paul refused to let John Mark go with them so Barnabas took John Mark to Cyprus and Paul took Silas with him back to the cities he and Barnabas visited before. 
John Mark had the skills to be a missionary and the desire but on his first outing he was not ready.  Barnabas somehow knew that John Mark just needed to have someone tell him he was able to be a missionary and then to go with him. John Mark went with Barnabas and tradition tells us that he was a very successful missionary.  

In our journey of faith we will find ourselves sometimes being Barnabas and sometimes being John Mark.  As leaders in ministry we need to affirm those who need assurance they are worthy to do God’s work. We need to have the humility to accept that we will not always be faithful.
Response to the Word: Try out the gift of encouragement.  Ask God to send someone to you this week that you might encourage.
