Scripture: John 1:43-51--- Jesus and Nathanael
43 The next day Jesus decided to go to Galilee. He found Philip and said to him, ‘Follow me.’ 44Now Philip was from Bethsaida, the city of Andrew and Peter. 45Philip found Nathanael and said to him, ‘We have found him about whom Moses in the law and also the prophets wrote, Jesus son of Joseph from Nazareth.’ 46Nathanael said to him, ‘Can anything good come out of Nazareth?’ Philip said to him, ‘Come and see.’ 47When Jesus saw Nathanael coming towards him, he said of him, ‘Here is truly an Israelite in whom there is no deceit!’ 48Nathanael asked him, ‘Where did you come to know me?’ Jesus answered, ‘I saw you under the fig tree before Philip called you.’ 49Nathanael replied, ‘Rabbi, you are the Son of God! You are the King of Israel!’ 50Jesus answered, ‘Do you believe because I told you that I saw you under the fig tree? You will see greater things than these.’ 51And he said to him, ‘Very truly, I tell you, you will see heaven opened and the angels of God ascending and descending upon the Son of Man.’

Message:  What is wrong with people from Nazareth?

When Jesus grew up in Nazareth it was a village that was settled by a clan of Jewish immigrants around 100 BCE (Before Christian Era) of about 150-200 people.  The settlers probably came from the eastern side of the sea of Galilee. 
Nathanael’s response to Philip ‘Can anything good come out of Nazareth?’ indicates that Nazareth was not a prominent village in the region. Biblical scholars believe that Nathanael was looking for hope and the coming of the Messiah in the study of the scripture and traditions of the time.  He doubted that anyone from Nazareth could help him in his search. Philip, in telling Nathanael to “just come a see” is not sharing his knowledge but his experience of being with Jesus. 
Nathanael does go and over the next three years he sees that Jesus-the man from Nazareth-is the Son of God.  He will experience a new community were hurtful patterns of relationships are replaced by ones that sees all people as children of God. He will experience the healing power of love. Later he will see the destructive power of hate and resentment. 
I believe Nathanael Philip and the rest of the early disciples did not immediately get behind the idea that Jesus was the Messiah. I think it took a while of being with Jesus and seeing how He acted more than what he said. Jesus forced them to rethink their attitudes about people from different backgrounds.  I believe Jesus left them when they had a working idea the new community Jesus was telling them to form.
On the day we set aside to remember and celebrate the life and ministry of Dr. King, Nathanial’s story is instructive. We, like him, need to see people that are different than our self not as treats but as possibilities.  We need to see other people as children of God.  A story is told that God rejoiced with all the heavenly beings when the children of Israel went through the Red Sea to safety.  When God heard further rejoicing God asked why and the answer was the sea had closed over the Egyptian army pursuing the Israelites. God commanded them to stop celebrating by saying my children the Israelites are saved but my children the Egyptians were killed.
In our attitudes and actions let us go and see before we decide that nothing good can come from Nazareth.
