Scripture:  Mark 1:21-28, The Man with an Unclean Spirit
21 They went to Capernaum; and when the Sabbath came, he entered the synagogue and taught. 22They were astounded at his teaching, for he taught them as one having authority, and not as the scribes. 23Just then there was in their synagogue a man with an unclean spirit, 24and he cried out, ‘What have you to do with us, Jesus of Nazareth? Have you come to destroy us? I know who you are, the Holy One of God.’ 25But Jesus rebuked him, saying, ‘Be silent, and come out of him!’ 26And the unclean spirit, throwing him into convulsions and crying with a loud voice, came out of him. 27They were all amazed, and they kept on asking one another, ‘What is this? A new teaching—with authority! He commands even the unclean spirits, and they obey him.’ 28At once his fame began to spread throughout the surrounding region of Galilee.
Mark 5:1-13-The Youth with Unclean Spirits
They came to the other side of the lake, to the country of the Gerasenes. 2And when he had stepped out of the boat, immediately a man out of the tombs with an unclean spirit met him. 3He lived among the tombs; and no one could restrain him anymore, even with a chain; 4for he had often been restrained with shackles and chains, but the chains he wrenched apart, and the shackles he broke in pieces; and no one had the strength to subdue him. 5Night and day among the tombs and on the mountains he was always howling and bruising himself with stones. 6When he saw Jesus from a distance, he ran and bowed down before him; 7and he shouted at the top of his voice, ‘What have you to do with me, Jesus, Son of the Most High God? I adjure you by God, do not torment me.’ 8For he had said to him, ‘Come out of the man, you unclean spirit!’ 9Then Jesus asked him, ‘What is your name?’ He replied, ‘My name is Legion; for we are many.’ 10He begged him earnestly not to send them out of the country. 11Now there on the hillside a great herd of swine was feeding; 12and the unclean spirits begged him, ‘Send us into the swine; let us enter them.’ 13So he gave them permission. And the unclean spirits came out and entered the swine; and the herd, numbering about two thousand, rushed down the steep bank into the lake, and was drowned in the lake.

Message:  
The key to understanding the significance of the Jesus healing both of these individuals is found in the words of the demons. The man in the synagogue cries out “what have you to do with us, Jesus of Nazareth? Have you come to destroy us? I know who you are, the Holy One of God”.  The youth among the tombs cries out “What have you to do with me, Jesus, Son of the Most High God? I adjure you by God, do not torment me.’ For he had said to him, ‘Come out of the man, you unclean spirit!”.  In both cases the demons know who Jesus is and what power Jesus has over them.  The demons know that Satan’s power is being broken up because the Lord has come to redeem the people.  The demons know that the Kingdom of God has come and that it is embodied in the person of Jesus. The answer to the demons’ question “have you come to destroy is” is--Yes.  
The power of evil is the fear of death and what comes after death.  Jesus’s death was not a victory for the forces of evil but its defeat.  The Resurrection not only proved that He had power over death but power over the fear of what happens next. Just as the demons came out of the man and youth so the power of evil will come out of the world and there will be a new heaven and a new earth.
