Scripture:  Mark 9:2-9 
2 Six days later, Jesus took with him Peter and James and John, and led them up a high mountain apart, by themselves. And he was transfigured before them, 3and his clothes became dazzling white, such as no one on earth could bleach them. 4And there appeared to them Elijah with Moses, who were talking with Jesus. 5Then Peter said to Jesus, ‘Rabbi, it is good for us to be here; let us make three dwellings, one for you, one for Moses, and one for Elijah.’ 6He did not know what to say, for they were terrified. 7Then a cloud overshadowed them, and from the cloud there came a voice, ‘This is my Son, the Beloved; listen to him!’ 8Suddenly when they looked around, they saw no one with them anymore, but only Jesus.

9 As they were coming down the mountain, he ordered them to tell no one about what they had seen, until after the Son of Man had risen from the dead.
II Corinthians 4:3-6 
3And even if our gospel is veiled, it is veiled to those who are perishing. 4In their case the god of this world has blinded the minds of the unbelievers, to keep them from seeing the light of the gospel of the glory of Christ, who is the image of God. 5For we do not proclaim ourselves; we proclaim Jesus Christ as Lord and ourselves as your slaves for Jesus’ sake. 6For it is the God who said, ‘Let light shine out of darkness’, who has shone in our hearts to give the light of the knowledge of the glory of God in the face of Jesus Christ.
Message:  Transfiguration
When I walk into a dark room the first thing I do is to turn on a light so I can see the things in the room. When I walk outside at night I take a bright flashlight to see where I am going and what is around me. The function of light is not to be seen but to allow other things to be seen clearly. What light does is easy to understand when it is a flashlight or a lamp.  We can even stretch the function of light to include an idea or a person. In that great movie The Blues Brothers when Joliet Jake said “I have seen the light” he meant that an idea had come to him to solve the problem of paying the back tax on the orphanage he and Elwood grew up in. There are some people that we describe as lighting up a room when they enter. 
 We do not look at the light itself but on the effects of the light. If we looked at the bright light it would blind us to what is around us. When Jesus called Himself the light of the world He was not saying he was glowing.  He was telling us that God was so much a part of Jesus that as He taught, healed and preached people could see God.
By the time Peter, James and John followed Jesus up that mountain they had time to think about the question He asked six day earlier.  Who do people say I am? And more importantly who do you say I am?  The vision of Jesus transformed enabled them to see that Jesus was not just a miracle worker, great teacher, a great moral leader or a person of great power.  He was God’s Son with a very special task to perform.  Six days earlier He began to describe what He was sent to do for humanity but His words were hard to comprehend especially by the three that followed Jesus up the mountain.  The disciples were confused by Jesus saying that He would suffer and be rejected because they saw Him perform so many miraculous things. How could someone who had the power to cure and control nature ever suffer at the hand of mortals?  Though the confusion stayed with them up to the Resurrection, these three understood that even if it made no sense in weakness Jesus was still the Messiah-The Son of God.
As we enter the time of Lent lets us pray that God will fill our hearts and minds so that the light of God will emit from us to the dark places in people’s lives.
