Scripture: Mark 11:1-11
When they were approaching Jerusalem, at Bethphage and Bethany, near the Mount of Olives, he sent two of his disciples 2and said to them, ‘Go into the village ahead of you, and immediately as you enter it, you will find tied there a colt that has never been ridden; untie it and bring it. 3If anyone says to you, “Why are you doing this?” just say this, “The Lord needs it and will send it back here immediately.”’ 4They went away and found a colt tied near a door, outside in the street. As they were untying it, 5some of the bystanders said to them, ‘What are you doing, untying the colt?’ 6They told them what Jesus had said; and they allowed them to take it. 7Then they brought the colt to Jesus and threw their cloaks on it; and he sat on it. 8Many people spread their cloaks on the road, and others spread leafy branches that they had cut in the fields. 9Then those who went ahead and those who followed were shouting,
‘Hosanna! Blessed is the one who comes in the name of the Lord!
10 Blessed is the coming kingdom of our ancestor David! Hosanna in the highest heaven!’   11 Then he entered Jerusalem and went into the temple; and when he had looked around at everything, as it was already late, he went out to Bethany with the twelve.

Reflection:  The King is Humble
Before He made His ride on Palm Sunday Jesus had been in a traveling ministry of teaching, healing and preaching. By the time He rode the donkey into Jerusalem Jesus was known by those who greeted Him because of the many stories told about His ministry. The Mount of Olives was doted all around by small villages and towns.  Jesus had visited this area especially the town of Bethany. It was at Bethany that Jesus brought back Lazarus from the dead. Jesus’ followers would have spread the stories of Jesus’ activities in the Galilee region and together with the miracle of Lazarus’ raising made Jesus a well-known person around Bethany. Jesus spent the night before His Palm Sunday ride in Bethany but only rode the donkey from a hamlet called Bethphage. Bethphage is about ¾ of a mile from the entrance to Jerusalem.  

Most of the crowd that gathered at the entrance to Jerusalem and greeted Him had known about the miracle of Lazarus coming back to life. The excitement was because they believed that Jesus was the Messiah.  The throwing and waving of leafy branches was a way to acknowledge the coming of the new King who would free them from Roman rule. The crowd did know about Jesus’ real ministry, which was to take the sin of the world on Himself and deal with the fear of death.  The only ones in the crowd who had some idea of what was to happen to Jesus, in the coming week, were the followers.  The men and women who followed Jesus to Jerusalem had some idea that Jesus would die in Jerusalem, but they could not imagine the form it would take especially after the event with Lazarus. Jesus descends the Mount of Olives and enters Jerusalem through the gate that led to the Temple Mount. A side note that today that entrance is walled up because it is believed that the Messiah would come through that gate.  This was done during a reconstruction of the walls of Jerusalem by Suleiman the Magnificent in the middle 1500’s.

There are a number of passages in the Hebrew Bible and in Jewish tradition that describe the signs of the Messiah appearing.  Jesus fulfilled some of those signs but not all. Jesus chooses on this day to pick up on the predictions that portrayed the Messiah as humble.  Jesus rides a donkey not a war horse.  I wonder if Jesus is saying if you are going to follow me and accept me as King then we will not conquer the world but save it.  We will save it through love, mercy and hope; not hate despair and death.
Response to the Word:  Can you accept Jesus as King and help save the world through-love, mercy and hope?
