Scripture: Luke 24:44-53, 
44 Then he said to them, ‘These are my words that I spoke to you while I was still with you—that everything written about me in the law of Moses, the prophets, and the psalms must be fulfilled.’ 45Then he opened their minds to understand the scriptures, 46and he said to them, ‘Thus it is written, that the Messiah is to suffer and to rise from the dead on the third day, 47and that repentance and forgiveness of sins is to be proclaimed in his name to all nations, beginning from Jerusalem. 48You are witnesses of these things. 49And see, I am sending upon you what my Father promised; so stay here in the city until you have been clothed with power from on high.’

Philippians 1:27-2.11
27 Only, live your life in a manner worthy of the gospel of Christ, so that, whether I come and see you or am absent and hear about you, I will know that you are standing firm in one spirit, striving side by side with one mind for the faith of the gospel, 28and are in no way intimidated by your opponents. For them this is evidence of their destruction, but of your salvation. And this is God’s doing. 29For he has graciously granted you the privilege not only of believing in Christ, but of suffering for him as well— 30since you are having the same struggle that you saw I had and now hear that I still have.

2  If then there is any encouragement in Christ, any consolation from love, any sharing in the Spirit, any compassion and sympathy, 2make my joy complete: be of the same mind, having the same love, being in full accord and of one mind. 3Do nothing from selfish ambition or conceit, but in humility regard others as better than yourselves. 4Let each of you look not to your own interests, but to the interests of others. 5Let the same mind be in you that was in Christ Jesus,
6 who, though he was in the form of God, did not regard equality with God as something to be exploited, 7 but emptied himself, taking the form of a slave, being born in human likeness.
And being found in human form,8   he humbled himself   and became obedient to the point of death— even death on a cross.9 Therefore God also highly exalted him and gave him the name
that is above every name,10 so that at the name of Jesus every knee should bend, in heaven and on earth and under the earth,11 and every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord,
to the glory of God the Father.

Reflection:   Ascension
The Church Paul established in Philippi was going through a very hard time because of their belief in Jesus as their Lord.  As they understood what being a follower of Christ meant to their daily lives, they found that their beliefs were running counter to the culture they lived in. Even though Paul knows that they are suffering persecution and the possibility of death for their beliefs he appeals to the church at Philippi to “live your life in a manner worthy of the gospel of Christ” (Philippians 1:27). 

The people who became Christians in Philippi found hope in the gospel message.  But the joy of having hope for the present and the future was becoming a distant memory in the face of the persecution they were experiencing.  It seemed to the Philippians that the power of evil was stronger than the power of God. Paul expands on the gospel message (death, burial, & resurrection) to remind them that Jesus existed with God before creation. He further reminds them that Jesus left heaven and became a human.  In human form he was obedient to His mission.  Jesus had the power to destroy those who wanted to hurt him, but he did not use his power in that manner.  He used his power to allow himself to suffer and die.  Jesus was faithful in his mission to end deaths grip of fear on our world. Jesus died and was risen and has gone back to God and is now more powerful than any power in the universe. Paul appeals to the Philippians to live worthy of the gospel because in the words of the hymn “Jesus who died, now glorified, is King of all kings”.  Christ’s resurrection proved that the fear of death was defeated. Christ’s Ascension proves that God is waiting to greet us in eternity. Paul knows that one day everyone will acknowledge Jesus as Lord until that time we must live our life with the assurance that Christ our King has the power of life and life eternal.


Response to the Word: These questions were used for a children’s service about  the Ascension. I thought they were interesting to think about.
• I wonder what the disciples heard when Jesus was taken into Heaven
• I wonder how the disciples felt when they watched Jesus ascending into Heaven.
• I wonder what Jesus said when he was blessing the disciples as he was taken up to Heaven.
• I wonder what surprises you have had like the disciples’ surprise when Jesus ascended.
