Reflection: Beyond Suffering-Healing
The first time I was a chaplain at Children’s Memorial Hospital I did not often pray with patients.  I did not want prayer to seem like a good way to end a conversation. I have to admit that I had some problems with the relationship between prayer and healing for a time.  My problem was knowing why I was praying for someone to regain health especially if they were not going to get physically better. 
I recall talking to parents of a young boy who was diagnosed with Leukemia. After we had talked in the cafeteria, we then  went to their son’s room.  The parents asked me to pray for their son. I felt so inadequate because I knew that I cannot force God to do something by praying but I still prayed.  I do not know what I said but they thanked me. I began to realize that when they asked me to talk to God it was a way of making sure the divine had not left them.  In subsequent years I knew why James told the ill person to call for the Elders to pray with them. By praying and anointing with oil they brought the light and warmth of God into the dark and cold part of someone’s life.  Illness whether it is physical or emotional or spiritual can cause us to wonder about our relationship to God. Having the Elders come and pray for a person that is ill is relieving the person from the worry that God has left them or is angry with them. The faith that makes the person well is knowing that God is with us even if we do not recover from the illness. God does not cause illness to teach us something or punish us for a wrongdoing. A person in the final stages of cancer or one who is in the grip of intense depression as to take their own life is not outside of Gods care.  

God is present at the time of passing from this life to the next however we must make it real by being with someone and praying with words or silence.  I was with a family at the very end of the mother’s life.  She was at home surrounded by her husband two adult children and me.  It was very hard on all present because she would stop breathing then startup again.  Her son could not stay in the room and watch her breathing start and stop.  As she moved closer to God, she knew that we had not left her alone and so felt God’s presence.  I was at that church long enough to see how healing can happen in a family even if the ill person did not recover from the illness. 
I now believe when we pray for healing (from whatever is causing us pain) that it does bring healing to the family and gives the person we are praying for a sense that God is present because it verifies that “nothing can separate us form the love of God”- Romans 8:39.

Response to the Word: Think of someone this week that you could offer a word or gesture of healing.
