Reflection:  I will Comfort You
In Isaiah 49, he knows that it is possible for a mother to forget her child, but it is very difficult for a mother to do. If it is difficult know that God can never forget God’s people. Joy comes from recalling what God has done in the past and being able to see what God is doing now.  

Mother is not often used to describe God, but Isaiah knows that this image is one of the most powerful. In Isaiah 66, he once again shows us God as our parent. The image of mother is not simply a birth mother but one who gives part of her life so that the child may have life.  When I say a part of her life it means more than birthing and nursing a child. Parents will give up some of their time, energy money, and fun to give to the child life.  
Our life connects with God as we see ourselves parenting the young.  There is always someone younger than us that needs to know they are loved, capable, and good looking. As we grow up, we need more than one person to parent us from time to time. We do not need to biologically have a child to be a parent.  If we are willing to nurture the young we can be a parent
My sister Sharon told me that our dad was always ready to listen to her when times were bad in her life.  I guess she would call him and talk even as an adult.  I know this because one night 15 years ago she called me during a difficult time to talk.  One of her comments was “I just want to get in his lap and sit”.  Sharon was 70 at the time.  I, her younger brother stood in for the parent who listened and thereby offered comfort. I was surprised because I knew the times, she was a parent for me.
