The Preamble of The Declaration of Independence 

We hold these truths to be self-evident, that all men are created equal, that they are endowed by their Creator with certain unalienable Rights, that among these are Life, Liberty and the pursuit of Happiness. That to secure these rights, Governments are instituted among Men, deriving their just powers from the consent of the governed. That whenever any Form of Government becomes destructive of these ends, it is the Right of the People to alter or to abolish it, and to institute new Government, laying its foundation on such principles and organizing its powers in such form, as to them shall seem most likely to affect their Safety and Happiness. Prudence, indeed, will dictate that Governments long established should not be changed for light and transient causes; and accordingly, all experience hath shown that mankind is more disposed to suffer, while evils are sufferable, than to right themselves by abolishing the forms to which they are accustomed. But when a long train of abuses and usurpations, pursuing invariably the same Object evinces a design to reduce them under absolute Despotism, it is their right, it is their duty, to throw off such Government, and to provide new Guards for their future security.

Jeremiah 32:1-3,6-15
Jeremiah Buys a Field During the Siege

32The word that came to Jeremiah from the Lord in the tenth year of King Zedekiah of Judah, which was the eighteenth year of Nebuchadrezzar. 2At that time the army of the king of Babylon was besieging Jerusalem, and the prophet Jeremiah was confined in the court of the guard that was in the palace of the king of Judah, 3where King Zedekiah of Judah had confined him. Zedekiah had said, ‘Why do you prophesy and say: Thus says the Lord: I am going to give this city into the hand of the king of Babylon, and he shall take it;

6 Jeremiah said, The word of the Lord came to me: 7Hanamel son of your uncle Shallum is going to come to you and say, ‘Buy my field that is at Anathoth, for the right of redemption by purchase is yours.’ 8Then my cousin Hanamel came to me in the court of the guard, in accordance with the word of the Lord, and said to me, ‘Buy my field that is at Anathoth in the land of Benjamin, for the right of possession and redemption is yours; buy it for yourself.’ Then I knew that this was the word of the Lord.

9 And I bought the field at Anathoth from my cousin Hanamel, and weighed out the money to him, seventeen shekels of silver. 10I signed the deed, sealed it, got witnesses, and weighed the money on scales. 11Then I took the sealed deed of purchase, containing the terms and conditions, and the open copy; 12and I gave the deed of purchase to Baruch son of Neriah son of Mahseiah, in the presence of my cousin Hanamel, in the presence of the witnesses who signed the deed of purchase, and in the presence of all the Judeans who were sitting in the court of the guard. 13In their presence I charged Baruch, saying, 14Thus says the Lord of hosts, the God of Israel: Take these deeds, both this sealed deed of purchase and this open deed, and put them in an earthenware jar, in order that they may last for a long time. 15For thus says the Lord of hosts, the God of Israel: Houses and fields and vineyards shall again be bought in this land.

Message: Hope
Jora Minasian came to this country in the early 50’s, from Iran.  His family sent him here to find an education and a chance for a life free from oppression.  He arrived in Chicago and attended DePaul University and majored in accounting.  He soon switched to Economics and upon graduation was accepted to the University of Chicago to begin his PHD studies in Economics. He graduated and began working for various defense companies and eventually ended up teaching economics at the University of California Northridge. He married and he and his wife (Diane)had 4 children. 

He was actually sent to the United States by his family from Iran, but he was not Iranian but Armenian.  His father was born in Armenia when it was part of the Ottoman Empire.  His father had a very good business until the Ottomans began killing the Armenians during World War 1.  The family left all they had and fled to Russia.  In Russia, the father once again became a well-off business owner and the family prospered.  When the Russians began pushing the Armenians out of the country the family fled to northern Iran.  By this time, they had been forced out of their homes twice and the family did not have the energy or ability to rebuild their lives once again. However, they did not give up hope that new life could happen.  Jora coming here was their grasp at new life.  They did not know if they would see him again nor did they know that anybody in the family would be safe again.

As a graduate student and with two children he sent for his mother, aunt, uncle, and cousin.  They all made it to the United States and the hope they thought was lost became a reality as they all lived full and safe lives.    

He was an image of hope for the family because they could not see the end but knew that they had to try and believe.  Jeremiah buys a piece of land just before the Babylonians came to conquer the country and take the people into exile.  He buys the land to show that even though the country was lost God was not going to abandon the people.  Jeremiah was saying “even though the leaders have let you down I, Your God will not forsake you.  He says in Jeremiah in 29:11 “I know the plans I have for you, plan for your welfare…to give you a future with hope.

For Jora and many others that came to the United States this land has represented hope.  We who now live here need to be leaders of hope for all in our country. Each generation has its part to help make this a more perfect union.
