God Appears Again to Solomon

9When Solomon had finished building the house of the Lord and the king’s house and all that Solomon desired to build, 2the Lord appeared to Solomon a second time, as he had appeared to him at Gibeon. 3The Lord said to him, ‘I have heard your prayer and your plea, which you made before me; I have consecrated this house that you have built and put my name there forever; my eyes and my heart will be there for all time. 4As for you, if you will walk before me, as David your father walked, with integrity of heart and uprightness, doing according to all that I have commanded you, and keeping my statutes and my ordinances, 5then I will establish your royal throne over Israel forever, as I promised your father David, saying, “There shall not fail you a successor on the throne of Israel.”

6 ‘If you turn aside from following me, you or your children, and do not keep my commandments and my statutes that I have set before you, but go and serve other gods and worship them, 7then I will cut Israel off from the land that I have given them; and the house that I have consecrated for my name I will cast out of my sight; and Israel will become a proverb and a taunt among all peoples. 8This house will become a heap of ruins; everyone passing by it will be astonished, and will hiss; and they will say, “Why has the Lord done such a thing to this land and to this house?” 9Then they will say, “Because they have forsaken the Lord their God, who brought their ancestors out of the land of Egypt, and embraced other gods, worshipping them and serving them; therefore the Lord has brought this disaster upon them.” ’

I Kings 11.9-13

9 Then the Lord was angry with Solomon, because his heart had turned away from the Lord, the God of Israel, who had appeared to him twice, 10and had commanded him concerning this matter, that he should not follow other gods; but he did not observe what the Lord commanded. 11Therefore the Lord said to Solomon, ‘Since this has been your mind and you have not kept my covenant and my statutes that I have commanded you, I will surely tear the kingdom from you and give it to your servant. 12Yet for the sake of your father David, I will not do it in your lifetime; I will tear it out of the hand of your son. 13I will not, however, tear away the entire kingdom; I will give one tribe to your son, for the sake of my servant David and for the sake of Jerusalem, which I have chosen.’

Message: Solomon as King
Solomon inherits a small empire from David.  He does not expand its boundaries but spends his time in building projects, expanding the army and in trade.  Solomon, through trade, brought wealth and a much higher income to much of the population.  He secured his borders through a system of forts surrounding the country.  Through marriage he made a number of alliances with the kingdoms surrounding Judah and Israel.  

Solomons reign was basically good but his building projects and keeping a standing army to garrison the forts cost a lot of money.  Funds were also needed to run and maintain the bureaucracy of the government. Trade made his kingdom very rich but still it was not enough to keep up with costs.  In order to raise money and provide workers he divided the country into 12 districts for the purpose of taxation and forced labor.  Each district had to send men to work the building projects and provide food for the government.  By Solomons time the administrative structure of the government had grown large, and they all needed to be paid.  In order to keep the military in good shape it also cost quite a bit. 

Solomons problems with the religious establishment became more contentious when he allowed his wives to build places of worship for their gods. Judaism did have other places of worship throughout the country, but they were all to worship the One God.  

Both David and Solomon could not bridge the gap between tribal independence and central authority.  Saul, David & Solomon saw themselves divinely appointed and believed that divine appointment could be passed on to their sons. The Tribal leaders (especially in the north) did not buy into the idea that Kingship should be passed on from father to son.  They wanted God to be a part of the process of anointing a King and they wanted a say in the process also. The priests and prophets believed that the King would have God’s blessing as long as that King kept to the Law and Commandments of God. From time to time the Kings had to violate Gods commands in order to rule the kingdom.  The insistence of passing on the Kingship to a son ran afoul of the tribal leaders. In the end the pressures from the tribal leaders and the priesthood brought the empire of David and Solomon to an end. At Solomons death the empire was divided up into two. Rehoboam (son of Solomon) was ruler of the smaller portion called Judah and Jeroboam became the ruler in the Kingdom of Israel.  The two kingdoms were separate for two hundred years and in constant conflicts over territory.  The Northern kingdom came to an in in 722 BCE when the Assyrians conquered them.  The Southern Kingdom lasted until the Babylonians conquered them in about 597 BCE. When Jerusalem fell and the Temple Solomon built was destroyed many prominent Jews were deported to Babylonian lands. That period of time is called the Exile. The Hebrew kingdom, started with such promise and glory by David, was now at an end. It would never appear again, except for a brief time in the second century BCE, and to the Jews forced to relocate and the Jews left to scratch out a living in their once proud kingdom, it seemed as if no Jewish nation would ever exist again. It also seemed as if the special bond that God had promised to the Hebrews, the covenant that the Hebrews would serve a special place in history, had been broken and forgotten by their God. The Prophets had predicted that both Israel and Judah would be destroyed, and its people exiled but they never said that God would abandon them.
