16 ‘For God so loved the world that he gave his only Son, so that everyone who believes in him may not perish but may have eternal life.17 ‘Indeed, God did not send the Son into the world to condemn the world, but in order that the world might be saved through him.

, Romans 6.5-11

5 For if we have been united with him in a death like his, we will certainly be united with him in a resurrection like his. 6We know that our old self was crucified with him so that the body of sin might be destroyed, and we might no longer be enslaved to sin. 7For whoever has died is freed from sin. 8But if we have died with Christ, we believe that we will also live with him. 9We know that Christ, being raised from the dead, will never die again; death no longer has dominion over him. 10The death he died, he died to sin, once for all; but the life he lives, he lives to God. 11So you also must consider yourselves dead to sin and alive to God in Christ Jesus.
Message:  Eternal life

Eternal means outside of ordinary time.  We live in ordinary time and when we die in Christ, we begin our life in Eternal time.  This time is with God and all who have gone before.  Where this time and place exists is unknown, so we needed some way of telling that it exists and to have some feeling that it exists.  John’s Gospel tells us that Jesus came from God to tell us that eternity exists and further to tell us that instead of being afraid of what happens after death we can be joyful that we will be with God.

Throughout Jesus ministry He sets out proofs of His divinity.  The final proof was His resurrection.  Paul tells the Romans that if we die that because we are united with Him now, we will be united with Him in eternity. 

Even though we can not see or really experience eternity now we can glimpse what it feels like.  The joy that comes when we know that Gods love has touched us (through other Christians or nature) we experience a bit of eternity.  God will give us throughout our life these glimpses to assure us that at the end of this life we have one more surprise.
Response to the Word: Pray this prayer-I want to be free from the fear of sin and death. Help me to feel the joy of knowing I am with you now and will be with you in Eternity.
