The Twelve Apostles

10Then Jesus summoned his twelve disciples and gave them authority over unclean spirits, to cast them out, and to cure every disease and every sickness. 2These are the names of the twelve apostles: first, Simon, also known as Peter, and his brother Andrew; James son of Zebedee, and his brother John; 3Philip and Bartholomew; Thomas and Matthew the tax-collector; James son of Alphaeus, and Thaddaeus; 4Simon the Cananaean, and Judas Iscariot, the one who betrayed him.

The Mission of the Twelve

5 These twelve Jesus sent out with the following instructions: ‘Go nowhere among the Gentiles, and enter no town of the Samaritans, 6but go rather to the lost sheep of the house of Israel. 7As you go, proclaim the good news, “The kingdom of heaven has come near.” 8Cure the sick, raise the dead, cleanse the lepers, cast out demons. You received without payment; give without payment. 9Take no gold, or silver, or copper in your belts, 10no bag for your journey, or two tunics, or sandals, or a staff; for laborer’s deserve their food.

Acts of the Apostles 3.1-10 Peter Heals a Crippled Beggar

3One day Peter and John were going up to the temple at the hour of prayer, at three o’clock in the afternoon. 2And a man lame from birth was being carried in. People would lay him daily at the gate of the temple called the Beautiful Gate so that he could ask for alms from those entering the temple. 3When he saw Peter and John about to go into the temple, he asked them for alms. 4Peter looked intently at him, as did John, and said, ‘Look at us.’ 5And he fixed his attention on them, expecting to receive something from them. 6But Peter said, ‘I have no silver or gold, but what I have I give you; in the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, stand up and walk.’ 7And he took him by the right hand and raised him up; and immediately his feet and ankles were made strong. 8Jumping up, he stood and began to walk, and he entered the temple with them, walking and leaping and praising God. 9All the people saw him walking and praising God, 10and they recognized him as the one who used to sit and ask for alms at the Beautiful Gate of the temple; and they were filled with wonder and amazement at what had happened to him.
Message:  Healing
Jesus sends his followers into the Galilee region to show God’s presence to the world. It was not only to demonstrate that the Kingdom of God had come but to show what life is like in the kingdom. The instruction to heal is critical to the mission of making God’s presence known and felt. Healing was a sign of God’s presence & blessing. Life in the Kingdom of God is one where illness does not represent God’s disfavor with us.  

The command to take no payment is not a command for physicians to work for free, because none of the followers of Jesus were physicians. The followers were people committed to Jesus as Lord without specific formal healing skills. Not everybody in the villages needed curing from an illness but all needed to know they were connected to God.    Today everybody does not need healing from an illness, but all need to know they are connected to God.  We can provide the experience of being connected to God by listening, understanding and when needed graciously correcting. 

The account in Acts is a good demonstration of the difference between what you think you need and what you need. It looks like the lame man needed money to live. Because he was lame from birth, he did not hope for a cure to his condition of being lame.  Reading the account, we would assume that the man needed to be able to walk more than money, but that misses what he really needed. More than being cured he needed to be made whole-to know he was connected to God.  Peter heals the man (makes him whole) so he can be a part of God’s community and worship.  The Temple was the place where God and humanity met.  The man was told that because he was not “whole” he could not be in the community.  In reality those who are not whole are the ones that are invited into the community.  

Because of the rules for entering the Temple restricted him for even going into the otter court he could not know if he and God were ok.  The Temple was the place God and humanity met, so if you cannot go to were God meets you then how can you know God. Peter and John gave the man the gift of walking. The formally lame man now, clinging to Peter, enters the Temple to worship.  

Today followers of Jesus (Christians) can show God’s presence in our world by us committing to a ministry of blessing.  Not to be part of tearing people down but building them up.  To heal with a kind word or action.  If we can do these things, then people will follow the one we call Lord because they want to be whole.
